Noise Abatement Notice

South Cambridgeshire District Council
(the Council) have withdrawn the
Noise abatement notice on TKA
operating out of the Bourn airfield site
following an agreement limited to the
abatement of press noise at the site
during the night time.

The Council has entered into an
agreement with TKA Tallent that
means that TKA will abate the noises
generated directly from the presses
between the hours of 11pm and 7am
(night-time) from May 2007. This
additional 10 month delay will be used
so that the Council and TKA can
agree on what noise the presses can
make at night. Whilst the Council
have identified other sources as being
a statutory noise nuisance at night-
time, TKA have convinced the Council
that Best Practable Means (BPM)
have been used to abate these other
noises. Because they are operating
from industrial premises the Council
will have to allow them to continue
making a noise nuisance during the
night-time. BPM as a defence means
that if TKA can prove it is going to
cost too much to abate a noise then
they don't have to do anything about
the noise, and can therefore continue
as before.

The Council have withdrawn

the Noise Abatement Notice as of
15th June 2006. There are no
limitations or agreements on noise
outside these night-time hours. This
means there are no restrictions during
the hours of 7am to 11pm, at
weekends and Bank Holidays.

The Council have suggested
residents may wish to consider their
own legal action under section 82 of
the Environmental Health Act.
