Notes from Rev. Kathleen 
Rochester Evangelical 
Minister

I am a natural procrastinator when it 
comes to things that I don’t find 
grippingly interesting, or think are too 

much like hard work. I also put off 
things when the job requires more 
courage than I can muster, or seems 
too big for me to handle. Long ago, a 
friend used her calligraphy skills and 
wrote ‘Don’t be frightened by the size 
of the task. Be strong and courageous 
- and get to work!’ I keep those words 
on my wall as a continual reminder, 
because I need them. 

Long ago a famous father spoke these 
words to his famous son. King David 
knew that Solomon’s reign would 
involve a daunting task and that it was 
important that his son did not give up 
or procrastinate. Down through the 
generations many other parents have 
also said similar words to their 
children. Of course we realise that 
there are occasions when a correct 
assessment of the task required will 
lead us to say a sensible No! But for 
those jobs that we know we really 
should complete, an encouraging prod 
from a parent or a friend can help. 
King David added further motivation in 
his prod. He said, ‘for the Lord God, 
my God, is with you. He will not fail 
you or forsake you.’ He had particular 
confidence in saying this because he 
believed that Solomon’s future task 
had come from divine direction.

Years later, another son was 
agonising over a task that seemed 
much too difficult and much too 
painful. He really didn’t want to do it. 
His friends would have found a way 
out for him - but they didn’t realise that 
this son’s father was instructing him to 
go forward. Nor did they understand 
that their own futures hung on his 
completion of this task. If there had 
been any other way, this divine father 
would have found it. It is human 
arrogance that likes to imagine it 
otherwise. But this son knew that a 



massive, worldwide epidemic of self-
centredness required more than some 
conference meetings to fix it. He was 
the man, this was the time, and God 
his Father would be with him. 

Despite his reluctance, he was strong 
and courageous. His path of speaking 
truth, of healing many, of challenging 
evil led to his unjust and abhorrent 
death. Yet he triumphed. In an 
astoundingly short space of time,
thousands then millions were testifying 
to a profound difference made to their 
lives through this death - and through 
his rising. I am one who knows this 
difference personally. I am glad that 
Jesus did not procrastinate, did not 
skirt around the way of suffering, did 
not avoid the really big job that was 
his. Now Jesus is my Saviour - is he 
yours?

County Council - Change Of 
Telephone Numbers
Please be advised that 
Cambridgeshire County Council's 
Contact Centre is changing its 
telephone numbers:

On 2nd Feb 2009, the Contact Centre 
began changing its telephone 



numbers so that each of the public 
facing 0845 numbers has a new 
number beginning with 0345. The 
remaining structure of each number 
will remain the same as before e.g.

The 03 number range has been 
introduced by Ofcom as an alternative 
to 08 numbers due to concerns by the 

public relating to call charges. Call 
costs to the public ringing an 0345 
number are the same as calls to 
geographic numbers (starting 01 or 
02) and will be included as part of 
relevant inclusive call bundles or 
discount schemes that customers may 
have with their service provider.

Many 
burglaries are opportunistic, and 
the offender does not have to 
use force - they get in through 
an open door /window or 
insecure point of entry. Even a 
small gap of 23-28cms (the size 
of a human head) is large 
enough for a burglar to make 
entry
