Journeys of Life

I’ve recently been on a rather long 
journey – across the world to see family 
and friends in Tasmania and Thailand. 
I’ve also recently reread a classic 
allegory of a life’s journey: ‘Pilgrim’s 
Progress’, by John Bunyan. Both of 
these remind me that life never stands 
still; we are always going somewhere, 
and we will always, for as long as we 
have breath, be given new 
opportunities and new challenges. In 
the church year we have also recently 
been thinking of another journey – a 
journey that was taken against all 
human inclination, but proved itself to 
be the most productive journey 
imaginable. 

My recent journey involved huge time 
zone changes, climate changes, culture 
changes, and food changes. I didn’t 
always cope well. Yet, with the 
challenges came opportunities – to see 
more of the beauty of this world, to 
appreciate the skills of the Thai people 
(including my daughter-in-law), and to 
treasure irreplaceable moments with 
grandchildren. The journey was worth 
it.

The classic journey of the man called 
Christian in ‘Pilgrim’s Progress’ has 
long impressed me as being 
remarkably like my own. I know what 
it’s like to wallow in the Slough of 
Despondency, or to be intimidated by 
people and systems that seem like 
Giants and Lions, to be so weary that 
you feel like giving up hope, or to be so 
comfortable that you lose perspective 
on the journey and miss the point of it 
all.

On his journey to Jerusalem, the 
temptation to quit was insistent. It was 
hard enough when enemies ridiculed 
him, but when trusted friends rebuked 
him for doing the right thing, the road 
ahead became very lonely. 
Temptations to despondency, self-pity 
and fear were there. Great weariness 
loaded him down. The offer of an 
alternative way, a more comfortable 
escape route, was ever-present. But 
Jesus determined to follow His journey 
through. 

I once saw a poster that impressed me. 
The words were simple: ‘I quit…but He 
didn’t.’ It is because He didn’t that I 
have hope for my life’s journey. He has 
been before me and opened the way. 
He also offers to put His hand in mine 
to guide me through the danger 
grounds. The sacrificial completion of 
his journey showed a depth of love and 
commitment that lies beyond my 
capacity to give. Yet, my gratitude 
urges me to respond to the extent I am 
able. For his journey was not in vain if I 
am willing to follow.

What is a Parish Plan ?
A Parish Plan is a document that sets 
out the social, economic and 
environmental aspirations of the 
community as a whole and will list a 
number of concrete actions to be taken 
over the coming years that will help 
meet those aspirations. 
The Parish plan can be used by the 
Parish Council and other local groups 
to prioritise their objectives.  It will help 
communicate a clear picture of the 
local community's wants and needs to 
Local Strategic Partnerships, Councils 
and Primary Care Trusts.  It can also 
be used to help support access to 
funding from local government and 
other agencies.

What areas are covered by the 
Parish Plan ?
The parish plan can encompass any 
area, issue or aspiration that affects the 
local community.  As an example the 
following areas are being considered:

�x Community & Environment 
�x Housing & Planning 
�x Recreation 
�x Traffic & Transport 
�x Young People



Who is responsible for the Parish 
Plan ?
A Parish Plan Steering Committee has 
been formed, its members are 
volunteers from the local community. It 
is assisted financially by a grant from 
Cambridge ACRE (who are the Rural 
Community Council for Cambridgeshire 
and Peterborough) and is supported by 
the Parish Council.

How is the Parish Plan Being 
Produced ?
The process to produce the Parish Plan 
has been organised into the following 
stages:

The Parish Plan Steering Committee is 
currently in the process of consulting 
with local groups to gather as many 
views as possible, these views will help 
to produce a questionnaire that is 

targeted at understanding the 
preferences of the local community. 

The Steering Committee hold regular, 
open meetings to discuss progress and 
plan actions. It is expected that the 
process of developing a plan will take 
approximately 12 months. Progress will 
be reported in the Caldecote Journal 
and on-line.

unfortunately the hirer not only abused 
our generosity but the hire agreement 
as well, they also jeopardise our 
licence and yet remain unrepentant! 
They will not be hiring the Hall again.

Parish Council Notes

Roads and Public Open Spaces
Highfields Road has surprisingly not yet 
been readopted after the installation of 
the speed thumps. The County Council 
are still waiting for Taylor Wimpey to 
apply for adoption and were expected 
to do this in December 2007, but have 
not. 
This means that Highfields Road is 
currently an unadopted Road
One consequence is that the Parish 
Council have had to delay plans to 
consider redesigns for the traffic 
calming in the village.
As a result of this delay there will also 
be a knock on delay for the Bloor 
Development part of Clare Drive from 
being adopted. New road adoptions 
have to be accessible from other 
adopted roads.
The Sports field is still not owned by 
the Parish Council as the developer is 
insisting that other open spaces are 
transferred at the same time.  This is 
being challenged by South Cambs 
Legal Section but is a slow process. 
Remedial and drainage work is still 
required  to bring these other areas up 
to standard, and there does not appear 
to be a definitive plan showing the 
areas to be transferred, that agrees 
with what has actually been built. 

The Parish Council are unwilling to 
build the pavilion until the land is 
transferred.
It is also delaying the laying of the 
cricket square, as grant funding relies 
on ownership.
The Parish Council have taken over the 
2 public open spaces in the Bloor part 
of Clare Drive and are now maintaining 
them.



The Ashwell transfer is delayed as the 
developer is trying to get the Parish to 
maintain 5 public open spaces rather 
than the 3 that were in the legal 
agreement. 
Grafton Drive itself will not be adopted 
by the County Council.

Flight Path Consultation
Proposals to redraw the aircraft route 
map across a large area of southern 
and eastern England have been 
published for public comment in the 
biggest-ever consultation by NATS
Changes are being proposed for flight 
paths from Luton airport  that will affect 
the village if agreed. See 
http://www.consultation.nats.co.uk/
In addition, for people without internet 
access, copies of the consultation 
document, along with the DVD and 
leaflets, will be held in main libraries 
and the DVD and leaflets relevant to 
their area are being sent to parish 
councils.

Vandalism
Several rail fences have been 
vandalised in the village in recent 
months.  The County Council have 
been very good in repairing the fences 
very quickly and make the adjacent 
footpaths safe.
A number of fairly mature trees have 
also been broken in half around the car 
park/roadway area to the sports field.
Tennis Courts
The tennis courts should only be used 
for tennis, no bikes or dogs are allowed 
in the area. If this condition is not met -
it may be necessary to introduce a key 
entry system.

Dog Walking

Do not allow your dog to foul the Sports 
Playing Areas, or any play area, even if 
you intend to clear it up.  Some 
offenders have been reported.

Starting soon: Mums and Toddler 
Group
During the term we looked at growth 
and change by exploring how seeds 
grow and how we grow. We planted 
radish and sunflower seeds and were 
amazed at how quickly the plants 
started too appear. We also worked on 
a group project where children drew 
around a friend’s body on a large piece 
of paper and then added clothes using 
paint, collage and coloured markers. 
We found that the children showed an 
interest in speech bubbles and added 
some speech bubbles (children’s own 
words) to the children’s body display. 
The children made a fantastic story 
machine (cardboard box) using junk 
modelling materials. This story machine 
was used during circle time where the 
children used their imagination to build 
their own stories using props that they 
placed inside the box. 

From September 2008 we will be 
providing a new curriculum for the 
children at playgroup called the EYFS 
(Early Years Foundation Stage). This 
curriculum is an amalgamation of the 
two current curricula: Birth to three 
matters and the Curriculum Guidance 
for the Early Years. During the next few 
months staff will be receiving in-house 
training to prepare for this new 
compulsory framework. One of the 
areas that we feel very positive about is 
the way we will be planning to meet all 
children’s developmental needs and 
interests. The EYFS states ‘all planning 
starts with observing children in order 
to understand and consider their 
current interests, development and 
learning’.

We would like to congratulate Vicky 
Miles for completing her Diploma in 
Pre-school Practice, well done.

A Mums and Toddler group will be 
running every Monday (term time only) 
in the playgroup room between 2:00pm 
to 3:30pm starting from the 14 th April. 
This group will be for mums with babies 
and/or toddlers where you will be able 
to meet other families. We will provide 
activities and refreshments for toddlers 
and a comfortable stimulating sensory 
area for babies.

This is what happens…
In fact, two  business meetings are 
held, one after another.

The first  is very short, and is called 
THE VESTRY MEETING,  at which the 

Churchwardens are elected. Anyone 
may attend this meeting – it is a Public 
Meeting. People entitled to vote  at this 
meeting are: 

�x Anybody on the Church Electoral 
Roll

�x Anybody who lives in the Parish 
and whose name is on the 
register of local government 
electors

NB:  After the first meeting, only 
members on the Church Electoral Roll 
may remain for the second meeting. 
This is NOT a Public Meeting.

The second  meeting is called The 
Annual Parochial Church Meeting
(APCM ).  At this meeting, various 
people will explain what has happened 
in the last 12 months in the life of the 
church and the building (Grade ll 
Listed). The accounts will be 
presented. Plans for the future will be 
put forward, and there will be an 
opportunity for discussion and 
comment. 

There will be elections to the various 
Parochial Church Council ( PCC) posts. 
People entitled to become members of 
the PCC must be aged over 16 and be 
on the Electoral Roll of the Church. 
People entitled to vote  at this meeting 
must be  on the Electoral Roll of the 
Church. The minutes of the last APCM 
will be posted up in the Church in 
advance of the meeting, as will be the 
Accounts for the Church’s last financial 
year. 

People often confuse the apcm  with 
the parish council annual meeting .
Don’t be confused!  The word “Parish” 
is what confuses us. Remember that 



the Caldecote Parish Council is a 
council of Local Government. The local 
Anglican Church’s Parish boundaries 
may or may not be the same as the 
Parish Council boundaries. Lots of 
history involved, and I’m sure members 
of the Local History Group can answer 
all your questions!
