Caldecote Primary School

We have reached the end of another action-
packed year! One particularly exciting event this
term was a visit from the pupils from a French
primary school. One of our Year 6 pupils has
written a report about it below:

On the 26th May, the pupils of Caldecote, mainly
the Year 5 and 6 Class, were lucky enough to
meet and host the visit of a French school.

The school is in Monceau-le-Waast near the city
of Laon; it is 383km away from Cambridge (as the
crow flies) and about 140km away from Paris.
The school is much smaller than Caldecote with
only 20 pupils made up of 10 girls and 10 boys.
The school arrived at 10:30 on the Wednesday
and they were welcomed by balloons and
streamers in red, white and blue. Next all the
children got in to groups of 5 to 6, half French, half
Caldecote. Throughout the morning the groups
did different activities; Jenga, Connect 4, Laptops
and K'nex. All the French pupils had the school

dinners and they enjoyed it.

In the afternoon the groups carried on with the
games for a bit, and then we went out side to play
rounders. Rounders is very similar to Baseball so
they could roughly play it right despite the
language differences!!

After some very energetic games, the French
teachers announced that they thought both
schools’ pupils got on so well, so they decided to
invite us to the trip that they were going on the
next day; the trip was on the river boat Georgina
After this announcement it was about 3 o'clock
time for the French children to go back to their
youth hostel.

The next day the French school's coach drove up
outside our school at 1 o'clock. Twenty minutes
later we arrived in Cambridge, the other side of
the river to Jesus Green. Next we got off the
coach and crossed the river to get an ice-cream
each and sit on Jesus Green to eat it. When
everybody had finished we all went back across
the bridge to go on board the boat. The boat was
called Georgina; it had toilets, and even a small
bar! We set off upstream from the lock on the



journey. There were activities, but it was more
interesting looking out the back and front at the
pleasant countryside and wild life. The boat went
all the way up to the lock called Baits Bite. It was
a tight squeeze trying to get through the lock. We
got through but the boat was a bit scratched. We
carried on upstream until we got to the haunted
forest, then we turned round and went back
(during the trip we had some very nice cream teas
and drinks).

When we got back to school we all said a big
goodbye and the French school went back to their
youth hostel. We hope to keep in touch with the
children, and maybe even visit them next year!

The Caldecote Deeds

Last year the Cambridge record office, part of the
heritage department of Cambridgeshire count
council, was unsuccessful in their attempt to buy

at auction a number of 13 " to 15" century deeds
relating to land in Caldecote.

The good new is that the American
purchaser has now offered the deeds to CRO at
little or no profit to himself. The bad news is that
CRO have to pay for them in a virtually non-
existent budget (slashed to reduce council tax).
The expected full cost is in the region of £4,000 of
which the V&A fund and the friends of the national
libraries are making substantial contributions BUT
we still need to raise around £1/000 locally!

Last year, at Gt. Abington, a substantially
greater sum was raised by local people to save
some ancient maps of their village. Maps may be
more obviously appealing but our 700 year old
documents are equally worth saving as segments
if the jigsaw which is our village history.

Just think, if you live in one of the newer
houses in the village, you could be helping to
preserve the earliest record of your road name.
And if you live elsewhere think of it as saving our
heritage for future generations and send a
contribution anyway!

Play Equipment On Public Openspace In
Grayway Close (Js Bloor)

What Do You Think?

In 1999 Caldecote Parish Council negotiated a
S106 Agreement which included areas of
recreation land and play equipment being
provided by the various Vvillage housing
developers and in time gifted to the parish council
for the open enjoyment of all parishioners.

As you may be aware the Parish Council already
owns and is responsible for the children's play
equipment and the kick about area on which the
multi use games arena is being built.

Other areas of land around the tennis courts, the
vilage green in Furlong Way, the green in
Cavendish Way and the open green in Grayway
Close will eventually be transferred to the Council
once these area are up to a satisfactory condition.

In Grayway Close there is an open area (as
shown in the picture below) the agreement states
that wooden play equipment stepping logs and



balance beams etc (similar to the equipment
already on the recreation ground at the end of
Furlong Way) will be provided by the developer.
Several residents from the JS Bloor development
have written to the Council to say that they would
prefer the green to remain open and that they
suggest that the council asks for a sum of money
instead (if JS Boor agrees) which could then be
use towards additional equipment on the
recreation ground off Furlong Way. A climbing
wall or provision for older children was suggested.
Thus congregating the children all in one place.
One other letter from concerned residents has
been received in opposition to this view asking
that the Council go ahead with the plans to have
play equipment on this area as it is safer for small
children to play locally rather than having to
negotiate the village roads to get to the main play
area which would mean that they had to be
accompanied.

Cambridge Citizens Advice Bureaux
Most of us like to do some shopping whilst on
holiday. What can you do if your 'bargain’ falls to
bits once you get home?

We asked Trading Standards Officer who visits
Cambridge and Ely Citizens Advice Bureaux
every month to explain!

a) If the value of the goods is OVER £100,
paid for on a credit card such as Visa or
Mastercard, representations should be
made to the Credit Card Provider. As it
stands, Section 75 of the Consumer Credit
Act 1974 (and this should be quoted in a
letter to them) says that the credit card



provider should reimburse you for major
defects, or the cost of the repair if a minor
defect. A "friendly” court case is to
determine whether this extends to
purchase abroad as well as in this country
so the position may change in time.

The Office of Fair Trading believes it
does, whilst some major credit card
providers do not. There is an agreement
that until the court's determination they
should pay up. Consumers told that it
doesn't cover overseas purchases should
seek clarification from Trading Standards
- 0845 30 30 666 (ask to speak to a duty
officer).

b) There is no protection for goods under
£100 or where payment is by debit rather
than credit card.

¢) The country of purchase will have it's own
legal system but the inconvenience and
cost means that this is only a realistic
option if a lot of money is at stake.

d) You may get a guarantee that only applies
to the country of purchase. So, even if you
buy defective goods abroad from a country
who has a presence in the UK, you may
not be able to invoke that guarantee in the
UK. A guarantee is in addition to rights
given in conjunction with the Consumer
Credit Act, Section 75, mentioned above.

Citizens Advice Bureaux have launched a new
web site to help shoppers who have problems
with goods or services they bought in another EU
country. The web site was launched at the
Trading Standards Institute Conference by
Consumer Minister Gerry Sutcliffe.
