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New Waste Collection Service for

South Cambs Residents

South Cambridgeshire District Council has
announced its new recycling and waste collection
scheme for South Cambridgeshire residents.
The new scheme consists of two wheeled bins —
one black, one green — as well as the existing
green box. This wheeled bin system replaces the
existing black sack collection service and
complements the green box scheme.

The bins will be collected on alternate Waste
Weeks and Recycling Weeks. Residents will
have their green bin and green box collected one
week, the following week the black bin will be
collected.

Waste and green box collection days are also
changing from August, replacing all previous
timetables.

Councillor Colin Barker, environmental health
portfolio holder at South Cambridgeshire District
Council said, “With the pressures on landfill and
wider EU and central Government directives we
aim to increase the districts recycling rate from
18% to around 40% - making it one of the best in
the country.

"Resident consultation was held earlier this year
to gauge views on the proposed new scheme.
Residents strongly supported increasing the
amounts of recycling and the current scheme has
been developed to take on board residents views
and concerns.”

The new wheeled bins will be delivered
throughout the district from August and the new
scheme will start to be phased in throughout the
district from September.

Residents are being sent an 8-page supplement

with full details of the new scheme and a calendar

for their village, within ~ South Cambs Magazine
(Summer 2003). These are being delivered to
every household, libraries and parish councils
over the next two weeks.

Development News

Negotiations are just about to begin for the
Grafton Pig Farm development section 106
agreement. Preliminary indications are that there
may well be a problem with the developer’s title to
two parts of the southern site. As usual we are
taking legal advice and hope to produce an
agreement which the developer will honour. As
many residents will be aware Wilson Connolly
have not honoured their section 106 agreement
with the parish council with respect to the
recreation ground. The District Council, prompted
by our District Councillor Jim Stewart and the
parish council itself may at last be taking an
active role in the affair and it is possible that there
may be a prosecution of Wilson Connolly.

The bridge over Bourn Brook is at long last all but
finished (apart from the coping stone for the
bridge walls) and the next item on the agenda is
the sewage pumping station south of Highfields.
This has been delayed until the beginning of
August. There is no news about the adoption of
the traffic calming measures by the highway
authority, Cambridgeshire County Council. In the
meantime Wilson Connolly are responsible for the
measures and any criticism should be directed to
them.

The transfer of the public open space in the
Banner Homes estate is proceeding, although
there are one or two details to be resolved.

The noise nuisance from TKA Tallent on Bourn
airfield continues, but the Environmental Health
Officer is certainly considering prosecution.

Toddlers Up!

Almost all advice in childcare books concerns the
issues faced by parents as their first child grows
up. Even though most parents go on to have a
second child, much less is written about what life
is like with two or more small children. As most
parents will tell you, the short answer is
“Exhausting but fantastic!” Despite the broken
nights and never-ending housework, having two
or more children is_ magical and special. The
emotional dramas of family life have an increased
pace and edge to them, there are more twists in
the plot and there’s definitely more laughs as well
as more tears.

‘Toddlers Up!" is a new study at Cambridge
University’'s Centre for Family Research that
explores how family life equips children with the
skills they need to make and keep friends once
they start school. When the toddlers are 2- and 3-
years old, two of the research team visit the
families at home (one has a big bag of toys for
the children to play with while the other interviews
mums). Pairs of families are then invited to the
Centre for Family Research — so that the team
can film each toddler playing with another child
(this session begins with the toddlers exploring a
box of toys and ends with them jumping together
on a trampoline!). Then when the children are
approaching five, the team will look at how well
each child is doing in making new friends once
they start school.

So far the ‘Toddlers Up”” team have visited 90
families, but need 50 more. To make sure that
their findings reflect real life in the UK, they're
especially keen to recruit families that are coping
not only with two or more children but also with
challenges such as single parenthood or a tight
family budget.

Factory Noise

As a result of increasing concern over the past
two years or so about the noise caused by TKA
Tallent, the Parish Council invited the factory
manager to a meeting on the 5 ™ of June. The
object of the meeting was to hear residents
concerns and judge the impact of the factory on
people's lives. The meeting was very well
attended and some strong views were expressed
about the stress and disturbance caused by the
noise from the factory.

What has become obvious is that a significant
number of people have complained over the
years about the factory but there has been little
progress in noise reduction. It has come as a
surprise to me that so many residents are
experiencing a reduced quality of life due to the
factory. | wondered if it was just me who had
difficulty sleeping some nights or who dreaded the
pounding of the presses when | was out in the
garden on a sunny evening. Obviously not. So, if
the factory has disturbed you be assured that you
are not alone.

Following the meeting the environmental health
officer has undertaken some intensive noise
monitoring and has now written a formal letter to
TKA Tallent warning them of the possibility of
legal action to curb the noise. This is a very real
possibility but is not yet guaranteed. If this action
were to be successful the factory would be legally
forced to take immediate action to reduce or
eliminate noise.

A number of local people have formed a group to
ensure that residents concerns are consistently
heard and the present pressure is maintained.
We are committed to ensuring that the noise from
the factory is considerably reduced so that we can
enjoy our houses and gardens again and are no
longer embarrassed by visitors asking what that
noise is. We are in regular contact with the
environmental health department who are, at
present, giving us strong support.

However, we need as much support as possible
to ensure a successful outcome. | feel that the
factory seriously affects our lives and the value of
our property. If you are disturbed by the factory
during the day or night then please ring them on
01954 213200, stating clearly that you have a
complaint. If no one complains then they think
that the problem has gone away. If you would like
to be kept informed about progress, or would like
to take a more active part in running the group
please look up the Caldecote website where there
is more information and an e-mail contact
address.

South Cambs Plans To Build On

Success

South Cambridgeshire is now the single largest
location of high tech in the region, and in order to
build for the future, the District Council (SCDC)
has been seeking feedback from the local
business community on key ideas and issues
outlined in its new Economic Development
Strategy. Over 50 individual businesses, groups,
academic institutes and Parish Councils gave
detailed feedback, and many more offered
comments.

Dr David Bard, the Conservative member for
Sawston parish council who has recently been
appointed to the key role of Planning and
Economic Development Portfolio Holder at
SCDC, will now be steering the sub-region
through its next phase of growth. He said: "'This
feedback from the economic community will be
very valuable. We have seen broad support for
our long-term Strategy, and a general feeling that
whilst economic growth is desirable, this should
not be achieved at all costs - certainly not if it
severely compromises quality of life or leads to
Cambridge losing its unigue character.'

The consultation exercise has shown enthusiasm
amongst businesses to see a wide range of jobs
created, such that there are employment
opportunities for all. Any use of brownfield land in
villages and disused farm buildings should reflect
this diversity, as should a new settlement.

Insofar as the allocation of fairly scarce
employment land was concerned, some people
thought that, provided there was reasonable
protection for neighbours and the environment
from adverse impact, decisions should be left to
market forces, while others wished the Council to
play some role in land allocation.

The infrastructure of the sub-region, and
particularly housing and transport provision, were
hot topics, and it was felt that development of job
opportunities should go hand-in-hand with
increased provision of housing. There was great
support for the idea of 'affordable’ and key worker
housing, but with the provisos that such building
must be high quality, not form ghettos, and not be
used by its initial residents to make a quick
profit.Not surprisingly, the strategy's objectives
relating to transport drew the strongest, and most
supportive reaction. This reflects the great, and
frequently voiced concern amongst businesses in
the sub-region about traffic problems and their
constraints on success. Virtually all respondents
were strongly in favour of improvements to the
provision and reliability of public transport,
including the creation of an innovative Rapid
Transport System, while noting that improvement
to arterial roads such as the A14 should not be
neglected
