Home Composting news.
New Changes to Slim you Black bin!
New changes in the processing of green waste 
now mean that all forms of compostable 
Kitchen waste can be put into your green bin.

Local contractor, Donarbon, who process green 
waste have been granted a DEFRA licence which 
permits the composting of kitchen food waste.  
Donarbon is believed to be the first site in the 
country to be granted this licence.

South Cambs residents can now dispose of the 
following in their green bin.

�™ cooked food
�™ fruit and vegetable peelings
�™ old fruit and vegetables
�™ eggshells, stale bread
�™ teabags and coffee filters
�™ meat, fish, bones and food carcases

This is in addition to all the usual items that are 
listed in the lid of your green bin.  Collection of 
these items in the green bin also means food 
waste disposal  can be alternated between your 
green and black bin each week thereby ensuring 
removal of these items every week.

This news is also helpful to those who already 
Home Compost because cooked food and 
chicken carcasses etc that are not home 
compostable can be placed in the green bin.

Many thanks to all those who attended my Open 
Garden earlier in the year, and those who bought 
a ‘bargain bin’ for £5.
