Christmas Waste and Recycling in
South Cambridgeshire

Over Christmas we’ll dispose of up to
30% more glass bottles and aluminium
and steel drink cans than usual. As part
of your Christmas preparations, here are
South Cambridgeshire’s waste and
recycling arrangements.

Wheeled bin collections

Residents with wheeled bins are being
given a revised black wheeled bin
collection service throughout the
Christmas period.

Green wheeled bin collections will be
temporarily suspended as garden waste
Is virtually nil from mid December to mid
January, whereas the volumes of glass,
cans and residual waste peaks during
the first and second weeks after
Christmas and New Year

Green box collections

Everyone will receive the current green
box collection service, apart from
collections normally on Monday 26 and
Tuesday 27 December (bank holidays).
Additional resources will be provided on
9 and 10 January to collect additional
glass cans and paper.

Please take any excess or side waste
can be taken to the Household Waste
Recycling Centres at Milton and
Thriplow.

Householders should check their
collection calendars in  South Cambs
magazine or on www.scambs.gov.uk

Telephone 0840 450 063 by 3:30pm the
following day (and 8pm on the scheduled
day).

Recycling tips
Cardboard - Flatten all cardboard boxes
and stack them in the green wheeled bin

Kitchen waste - If residents are unable to
home compost, kitchen food waste can
be placed in either wheeled bin.

Wrapping Paper - The inks and the
metallic content of some wrapping
papers means they are not suitable for
recycling or composting. Our advice is
not to recycle or compost Christmas
wrapping paper — please put it in the
black bin.

Plastic - There are twenty plastics banks
throughout the district able to collect
plastic with the 1, 2 or 3 logos. Rinse,
flatten, place bottles in the plastic
recycling banks and lids in the black
wheeled bin.

Tins, cans and foil - Rinse and crush
cans and put them in the green box. If
you can't re-use your cooking foil, rinse it
and place it in the green box

Glass bottles - Rinse and put them in the
green box.

Christmas trees - Chop up your tree and
place in the green bin, providing the
branches/trunk are not more than 3
inches thick. Alternatively, take it to a
Household Waste Recycling Centre.

Christmas cards - Put them in your green
wheeled bin for composting.

Textiles - Place in textile recycling banks
or donate to charity shops.

Cambridgeshire Master Composter
Programme

The Cambridgeshire Master Composter
Programme is recruiting more volunteers
this year!

You may now be familiar with the Master
Composter Programme, which has been
appearing in some Cambridgeshire
Parish Magazines since 2001. The
Programme is being run by the County
Council, working together with all the
District Councils and HDRA Consultants,
to promote home and community
composting.

We're seeking volunteers to provide a
network of local, friendly advice and
support to people who already compost
and those who want to start.

Master Composter programmes were
established over 10 years ago in the
USA and Canada. These programmes
have proved to be extremely popular and
successful in promoting the benefits of
home composting.

The Cambridgeshire Master Composter
Programme is the largest of its kind, with
over 170 volunteers. Almost 4000 hours
of voluntary work have been completed
so far.

Becoming a Master Composter is a great
way to meet new people, learn valuable
skills, provide leadership and benefit
from being part of a team that makes a
difference. Anyone over the age of 18
can become a Master Composter; you
don't need to be an expert composter
(or be composting at all) or have any
volunteer or
experience.

As a volunteer you will receive training in

home composting and related

community group

environmental issues  (provided
HDRA - the organic organisation), a
Master Composter resource pack and
several educational visits; including tours
of a composting site and one of HDRA's
organic gardens. All training expenses
will be paid for; you only need to provide
your time. Once the training has been
completed, you will be expected to
spend 30 hours over the following year
promoting home composting.  These
activities will be tailored to your individual
skills and could be anything from giving a
demonstration to your  next—door
neighbours, to giving a presentation to a
class of school children or helping
promote further compost bin sales.
Upon completion of the training and 30
volunteer hours you will be awarded the
tite Master Composter and be invited to
receive your certificate at an award
ceremony.

Reports of criminal damage in Hardwick
are on the decline however patrols will
still continue in the area. Comberton
appears to be having some problems of



anti-social behaviour in the village
particularly in the area of the kebab van
in Green End.

If you are a visitor to the area please be
aware that this is a residential area so
with people living nearby do keep the
noise down to a minimum. We would
also ask you dispose of your rubbish
sensibly and if you are a driver, keep
your speed to the legal limit. Extra
patrols have been made in this area and
will continue.

Finally, the chip shop has now opened in
Cambourne and we would ask local
people to be considerate in their parking
around the junction with Broad St and
School Lane.

Distraction Burglaries

Just to remind you that if you receive a
bogus caller at your door and you
suspect they are not who they say, then
please report the incident straight away
as the next victim may not be so alert.
And the emphasis is on straight away.
We are still receiving reports of the
public letting people into their homes
without verifying their true identity. Do
not be fooled by appearances. As the
old saying goes “appearances can be
deceptive”.

These people are con artists and they
achieve their results by being plausible.
Please try and note their description and
the guise they are using to gain entry. If
you see them with a car, try to write
down or remember the registration
number as this would be enormously
helpful to the police.

Thefts from Vehicles within Southern

The cost of vehicle crime affects all
owners because the more claims the

insurance companies deal with- the more

the premiums go up for everyone.

But you can stop your vehicle being next

on the criminal’s list by taking some very

simple measures that are free or cost
only a few pounds.

x Remember your vehicle is like a shop
window for thieves. If you can see
any property left in your vehicle so
can the thief.

X Most thefts are committed by
opportunists.

X Buy a tamper proof disc holder, this
deters the thief from breaking into
your car, stealing the tax disc and
selling it on.

x Think carefully where you leave your
keys, if the thief can steal your keys
then they can steal your car, so keep
them out of sight and in a safe place.

x If you have expensive wheels it is
worth fitting locking wheel nuts.

What can you do?

x Put away all tools and equipment and
lock up.

x Remember these tools could be used
to break into your home. Don't leave
ladders outside, or chain them up if
you have to.

X Replace standard hinges with strap
hinges secured by coach bolts or use
security screws on existing hinges.

X Use good quality locks to secure your
gates and doors.

X A tough pad bar (also called hasp and
staple) fitted with a strong padlock
and secured with coach bolts is the
most effective way of securing a door.

X Some standard locks fitted to up-and-
over garage doors are easily
overcome. A padlock with a hasp and
staple fitted on each side is very




effective. Specialist locks for such
doors are also available.

X Double garage doors with a rim latch
should be supplemented with a
mortice deadlock.

X If the garage is attached to the main
building ensure that connecting doors
are secure.

x Install outside security lighting
operated by either movement sensor
or photoelectric cell (Dusk to Dawn
light).

x Check that your household insurance
covers theft from your outbuildings.

Mark your power tools etc. with your post
code and house number or the first two
letters of your house name. Or,
permanently mark them by scratching or
painting: this will also reduce their value
to the thief.

Fit a battery-operated alarm. These can

cost less than you think. You can

purchase one from your local crime
prevention officer.

Fit a window grille and/or frosted window

film to stop a thief seeing into your shed

or garage.

Chain tools cycles and other valuable

equipment together using high security

chain or cable and a good quality
padlock.

Photograph valuable and unusual

garden ornaments and keep these in a

secure place

When receiving e-mails that you have
not instigated, ask the sender to confirm
their request on headed paper, so that
you can verify the nature of the sender.
If in doubt, always ask a third party and
never feel pressured to provide
information that you have not instigated.
