Dear Editor
I live in Highfields Caldecote and just 
wanted to highlight a recent experience 
which other residents in the village may 
want to be warned about.
My black bin is usually not full when 
refuse collection day (Friday) arrives 
and I usually put it out the night before 
(Thursday). A couple of weeks ago, I 
put out my half full black bin on 
Thursday night only to find that on 
Friday morning the remaining capacity 
of the bin had been filled by a large 
(twice the size of a normal black bin 
liner) white plastic bag filled with 
rubbish (including glass bottles). I do 
not normally check the bin on Friday 
mornings but on this occasion I was 
adding something in the morning when 
I noted that someone had put their 
rubbish in my bin. I was worried that 
my bin would not be collected as the 
bin was now very heavy with the 
addition of the extra rubbish and also 
with the glass bottles showing in the 
white plastic bag, however the rubbish 
was collected.
I think other residents need to be 
aware that bins that are put out the 
night before refuse collection day may 
be being checked and other rubbish 
being added to the bin prior to 
collection. This could potentially lead to 
the bin not being emptied.

The Poachers of Caldecote 
1833
Part 2.

In the previous Caldecote Journal 
(Christmas Edition), we told the tragic 
story of how William Westnutt and 
Charles Carter had been hanged for 
the attempted murder of a game 
keeper in Kingston Woods. Many 
members of the community had tried to 
have the sentence commuted to 
transportation but the judge would not 
show any leniency. A great crowd
gathered at Cambridge Castle to 
witness the executions, Carter dying 
almost immediately but Westnutt who 
was a much more muscular man took 
several minutes.

The shock of the punishment for the 
level of the crime prompted a national 
newspaper, the Morning Herald to take 
up the case of the Caldecote Poachers. 
It had long been a campaigner against 
the Game Laws and the Beer Laws, 
which as they stood, condemned the 
poorer members of society to suffer the 
most.

Under the Beer laws many public 
houses and people’s own homes had 
been opened which offered very cheap 
ale to labourers. In this situation it was 
easy for some to become intoxicated, 
plan and then carry out petty crimes, 
such as poaching, which under the 
Game Laws had excessive penalties. 
For example someone just standing in 
a field without even having fired a shot 
could be transported for 14 years and 
then in the case of the Caldecote 
poachers (who had bemoaned the 
influence of beer at the time of their 
actions), were hanged for wounding a 

gamekeeper even though the jury had 
recommended lighter sentencing.

The newspaper reminded its readers 
that it had petitioned the Government 
over the liberalising of the beer laws ‘as 
a relief to the working classes’ saying 
that it would lead to mischief. Could the 
Government then be justified in dealing 
out punishments that was ‘nothing 
short of extermination…. when ignorant 
beings had fallen into the snares of 
crime which evil legislation had spread 
at its feet’. The paper then remarks that 
we chose to exterminate because we 
will not take the trouble to reform and 
educate people of their duties.

But does this really make a difference? 
When one compares the sophistication 
of today’s educated society with that of 
the 1830’s, we still have terrible 
problems with alcohol abuse, 
particularly binge drinking in the young 
(does this give them the courage to 
carry out the awful knife crimes against 
each other?). Certainly no one would 
want a return to the excessive 
penalties of past years.

However it wasn’t until 1906 that the
brewing and licensing trade was 
curtailed when heavy duties were 
imposed. By the outbreak of the first 
world war, the government was so 
concerned that the influence of alcohol 
would be detrimental to the war effort  
that the opening hours of public houses
were cut and there was a campaign 
about how drinking was unpatriotic.

The first amendment to the Game act 
was in 1881, which gave a concession 
to tenants. They could shoot rabbits 
and hares on their own holdings. 



Tensions between the large 
landowning gentry and the smaller rural 
communities continued for many years.

Reporting of Crimes and 
Incidents to the Police

Reporting crimes and incidents to the 
Police is a matter that has caused 
some confusion in the past.  In our 
attempts to make sure we answer your 
calls and allow officers to be out of the 
Police station patrolling we have 
moved away from providing direct 
numbers to Police Stations. The 
operators who take your call can often 



deal with your enquiry direct, update 
you on a crime or incident or record 
your crime. They will also be able to 
pass your call through direct to officers 
at the station or on their mobile 
phones. Below is a general guide to 
reporting.

Emergencies, Dial 999 when:
�x Lives are at risk / violence / 
serious injury
�x Serious crime is happening
�x Criminal still at the scene or 
nearby 
The police operator will need to take 
your name, address and details of what 
has happened. This will take time, but it 
is important to get all of the information 
from you so that we can send the 
appropriate resources to you if 
necessary.
Otherwise, always call:  
0845 456 456 4
24 hours a day, for all non-emergency 
calls. - Your call will be answered by a 
trained operator. Please note, calls 
may be recorded for quality monitoring, 
training and evidential purposes.
