By now most of the village will have heard of the
great sadness of Owen’s sudden death. Owen
died on Sunday 11 January 2004 whilst playing
golf at Bourn.

Owen was born in Eadenbridge Surrey on 23
January 1943. His family moved to Shropshire
where he was educated at Shrewsbury School

and later at St Catherins College Cambridge
studying Classics.

In 1966 Owen and Mae were married and the
following year their son Findlay was born, shortly
after the family moved to Sierra Leone for Owen
to take up a post at Freetown University, where he
taught Classics and Cricket.

Following their move back to the UK in 1977 they
came to live in Caldecote with Owen working as a
Classical and Scientific reader for Cambridge
University Press. Owen’s great love of cricket led
him to play professionally for Surrey County and
later a local team Eversden.

In 1993 he joined the Parish Council, two years
later was voted chairman, this task he carried out



with his usual enthusiasm and commitment as he
did with all his public duties in our village, which
included being a school governor, secretary for
the village institute and a trustee for the Sitwells
charity.

One of Owens many hobbies was local
photography which he included into the history of
the village that he was researching for a book,
associated with this history Owen suggested the
names for all of the new roads in Caldecote.

All of the problems associated with the large
housing increase in recent years, Owen worked
very hard in his capacity as chairman of the parish
council attending many meetings at the District
Council on planning and flooding concerns, he
strived to achieve the best possible result in many
difficult and long negotiations with less than
cooperative developers.

Owen will be greatly missed and very hard to
replace in his many commitments in this village, |
am sure we all pass on our deepest sympathy to
Mae, Findlay and family.

Fire Safety

It's probably a sign of the times and an indication
of how modern technology has eased the major
household chores that the tradition of spring-
cleaning has largely disappeared. Having said
that, we should all take the time to set aside five
minutes to carry out an annual ‘spring clean’ on
one of the most important appliances in our
homes. The smoke alarm.

In addition to the weekly battery check, once a
year you should replace the batteries. You should
also, as part of a six monthly routine, clean the
inside of the smoke alarm to remove any dust or
midges. Open the alarm or remove the cover and
by using a soft brush or better still the gentle
application of the vacuum cleaner nozzle, this will
ensure that any foreign bodies that could affect
the alarms operation are removed.

X Check Alarm Function Weekly
x Clean Alarm Six Monthly
X Replace Batteries Annually

Sadly, the Fire Service is still attending fires in
domestic property where it is likely that a working
smoke alarm would have given an early warning.
Even more worrying is that, in some cases,
although a smoke alarm had been fitted, it failed
to operate because the batteries had been
removed.

X Only remove the battery on replacement

X Never remove it to use elsewhere

Community Support Service

What is the Community Support Service?

The Community Support Service provides respite
care within the family environment for children
from birth to 19 with learning, physical and/or
sensory disabilities. Community Support Workers
will come into the home to either care for the child
only or with siblings to allow other members of the
family free time. They may also take the child out
into the local community. In some areas there is
access to a monthly befriending club where
children as a group will take part in organised
activities aimed at promoting independence.
Where the child is highly dependant on others the
family may benefit with assistance with personal
care tasks.

Why the Community Support Service?

All families are different, and families with children
who have disabilites all have different needs.
Although parents may find caring for their child a
rewarding experience, it is also continual hard
work. It can be impossible for parents to find time
for everyday tasks like going to the shops or being
with their other children. The Community Support
Service can offer a family a few hours to do this.

Changes at Work ?

Difficulties at work can arise when the employer
introduces changes which cause unease and
dissatisfaction amongst the staff. How can an
employee address this problem?

Generally employers must give employees a
written statement of the main particulars of
employment within eight weeks of the beginning

of the employment. It should include amongst
other things, details of pay, hours, holidays, notice
period, and an additional note on disciplinary and
grievance procedures.

If, having digested the contents of the
employment contract the employee still feels
dissatisfied, it's time to read the grievance rules
carefully. The employer has almost certainly done
so, and has concluded that the proposed changes
are reasonable, and will improve the business.
This doesn't mean that the employer is always
right of course, so it might be time to start thinking
and be proactive.

Consider carefully why the employer felt changes
were necessary, then get pen to paper and do a
SWOT analysis. This is simply listing under
Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities and
Threats anything that you consider can result from
the proposals. How would you address the
problem? Prepare another SWOT offering your
ideas and solutions. Any employer worth their salt
will be pleased to review another opinion, and
indeed both parties should benefit from the
exercise, so ask for an opportunity to talk to your
boss about your views.

Middle management is sometimes caught up in
disputes between an intransigent head office and
an unhappy workforce. Indeed they can be in a
dilemma between principles, and the necessity of
paying the mortgage and supporting a family. The
Citizens Advice Bureau can offer all parties advice
on employment laws and provide appropriate
printed information. It can also refer clients to the
astute and professional inter-denominational
Chaplain to People at Work in Cambridge for
pastoral support and, if she is available,
accompaniment at hearings. If your employer
goes ahead with changes that you do not accept
and which significantly alter your terms and
conditions of employment, you should seek advice
from your Union, Citizens Advice Bureau or
employment solicitor about the actions you can
take.

Springboarding a Sense of Community

Parties, feasts and dances could be coming to
your village soon thanks to the launch of
Springboard — Cambridgeshire’s Toolkit for the
Arts.

Historically, villages and towns celebrated and
commemorated together with street parties,
festivals, feasts and dances. Traditions were
made, kept and continued. Councillor Deborah
Raoberts, portfolio holder for community
development at South Cambridgeshire District
Council explained, “Cambridgeshire is famed for
rural communities that were once self-sufficient,
divided by watery stretches of fenland. There was
a real sense of identity and community spirit -
something easily lost in our busy times, but
something easily regained.”

Springboard aims to give villages and towns the
opportunity to build community spirit and
confidence through the arts. It provides
everything a village needs to use the arts to bring
a community together. Packed with useful

information about involving local people and
professional artists, it helps celebrate local
identity, deal with the press and find sources of
advice and funding. It's also full of event ideas
and examples of successful projects that have
happened in parishes across the county and
further a field.

Councillor Deborah Roberts continued,
“Springboard is the ultimate resource to help
villages regain and celebrate that sense of identity
and pride in their community, making the arts
work for you.”

Springboard has been funded by Cambridgeshire
County Council, the five district councils —
Fenland, East Cambridgeshire, Cambridge City,
Huntingdonshire, South Cambridgeshire - and the
Arts Forum for Cambridgeshire and Peterborough.
