Caldecote Deeds Saved — and

Exhibited

The August September edition of the Caldecote
Journal ran an appeal for donations towards 13
and 15™ century deeds relating to land in
Caldecote. An amount of around £1000 had to be
raised locally to add to grants from other sources.
Thanks to your donations, the Record Office of
Cambridgeshire County Council has now secured
the deeds.

Philip Saunders of the County Records Office
writes:

They may not be The Three Graces or The
Macclesfield Psalter, but for local people it may be
more important that a series of twelve medieval
deeds at risk of being divided up and effectively
lost into private ownership on the other side of the
Atlantic have been saved. Indeed they have
shown that is the case by generously contributing
to an appeal to complement that from national
sources (The Government’s V&A/Resource
Purchase Grant Fund and Friends of National
Libraries).

Thanks to generous individual donations and a
grant from the Caldecote Parish Council, the
County Council’s Archive Services has been able
to purchase these deeds from an American
Dealer (who helpfully offered the deeds at no
profit himself) and they are now safely in the
County Record Office’s care where they can be
consulted by local historians, scholars and anyone
indeed who is interested (for opening times and
details see the service website, or telephone
01223 717281. An appointment is advisable.

To celebrate this achievement the deeds are also
being exhibited in  Caldecote Village Hall on
Thursday 3 March, 6.45 — 9.00pm. Those who
contributed will shortly receive a personal
invitation, but anyone is very welcome to come
and see some of the earliest documents of the
community, dating from 1278 onwards. You will
probably find them small but calligraphically
beautiful records — precious links to a society with
some very different ways of doing things. Archive
Service staff will be there to provide some
explanation and the deeds will be complemented
by a separate display on the history of Caldecote
generally.

The school would like to
celebrate the archaeology
discovered through
excavations carried out as
a result of the
development in Highfields,
and, the expansion of the
school premises.

The event will be opened by Julian Richards,
presenter, BBC2 Meet The Ancestors, who will
give a short talk about these periods, and then will
be available to answer questions.

The 2 periods we would like to concentrate on are
Iron Age and Roman. Evidence of Iron Age was
discovered in the school grounds, and evidence of
a Roman Villa and Vineyard were discovered in
fields now occupied by the infill Wilson Connolly
development, behind bungalows to the east of
Highfields Road, amongst others.

Ideally we would like to exhibit a time line from
Iron Age to the present day in the school hall,
hopefully including lots of finds discovered in the
village, as well as demonstrate skills, crafts and
life styles of the ages.
