Hardwick and Caldecote Doctors
Run

| am sure most of you reading this will
be aware of the presence of the
Doctors run in Hardwick and Caldecote
but perhaps are not too sure how it
really works. Basically it depends on a
team of willing volunteers who are
available at some points in the

week, are able to drive and have
access to a car, and are willing to take
people (of all ages) usually to the
surgeries at Comberton or Bourn but
sometimes, if they are willing, to
chiropodists, dentists or the nearby
hospitals. At the moment we urgently
need more of these much appreciated
voluntary drivers particularly as we are
reaching a time of year when a lot of
people - especially our drivers - go
away on

holiday. However the demand remains
constant especially with the elderly who
are away less frequently.

The last time we asked for new drivers
to come forward we were very fortunate
and several did. They are now very
much aware of how much in demand
the service is - and so far, by the skin
of our teeth sometimes, we have not
yet had to turn anyone down. But it has
been a very close run thing and we
now urgently need some extra drivers
from both villages to share the load.
The more drivers we have the easier it
is for everyone. This is especially the
case as we estimate on the basis of
recent runs requested we are
organising approximately 300 runs a

year....! Nevertheless we do remember
our drivers are all very kind volunteers
and must feel free to say no to
requests that are not convenient.

Also as | am sure you will be aware
there is no bus to either surgery and
taxis are extremely expensive. Thus if
people can't drive, or have to stop
driving, for any number of reasons they
are in a very difficult situation. | should
also emphasise that petrol expenses
are reimbursed partly by the clients and
partly by the County Council who also
cover insurance for the drivers. The
scheme is also supported by the charity
Care Network which is based in
Hardwick and covers schemes
Countywide.

Holidays — does God care about
them?

At this time of year many of us are
planning our summer holidays. It is
easy for us to justify our need for a
break, and to invest considerable



amounts of money to make sure we
have a good one. Yet we hear of many
people in the world who have never
even heard of the idea of a ‘holiday’.
Have you ever wondered what God
might think of ‘holidays’?

Actually, we discover that the idea is
ancient, and that the Bible has
instructions for people in Old
Testament times to have compulsory
‘holiday breaks.’ But these were
holidays with a slightly different
emphasis from that which ours can
often have. Yet | don't think they were
necessarily less exciting.

These times were meant to provide
breaks from regular work (to counter
workaholism), to provide quality time
with family and friends (to counter
selfishness) and also to have some
dedicated time to meet consciously
with God (to counter spiritual dryness).

Much of what these people did sounds
like our holidays—travelling to another
place, seeing new sights, meeting up
with relatives and friends who lived in
other parts of the country, and eating
special foods, often in a party
atmosphere. But one aspect may be
different: God was consciously
included.

Someone once told me that ‘holidays’
were once ‘holy days’ and that with the
change from 'y’ to ‘i’ in the middle, we
have tended to take God out (Y is short
for one of the names of God, Yahweh)
and substitute myself (1). In the
process, we have often made them
exercises in self-indulgence.

Perhaps we might consider using some
of our holiday time to help others. We
might be surprised by the benefits that
come back to us. After all, anything that
IS entirely self-serving is bound to
disappoint. Perhaps we might even
consider praying about the best use of
our holiday time and money. God just
might put a radically good thought into
our minds!

Thank God for holidays! May we use
them well!

Caldecote Local History Group

What is the difference between
Caldecote Parish Council and
Caldecote Parochial Church Council?

In the April/May 2008 issue of the
Caldecote Journal, Annie Nason,
Churchwarden of St Michael and All
Angels, said that the Local History
Group could explain the confusing
difference between the Caldecote
Parish Council and the Caldecote
Parochial Church Council. So the
Group thought it would have a go!

Civil and ecclesiastical parishes are not
the same thing. They do not have the
same functions and often do not have
the same boundaries. The reason for
the difference is that in modern times
religion is separate from civil society.
This is a result of the process of



secularisation. Yet the matter can be
confusing, because the word ‘parish’ is
used in both cases.

Parishes began in the Middle Ages as
the basic unit of the Christian church.
Because the church was so important
in public life, parishes gradually
acquired many functions which went
beyond the spiritual and were to do
with the practical, everyday life. In
Tudor and Stuart times, kings and
parliaments heaped many new
administrative duties on parishes. For
example, the parish constable kept
public order, the surveyor of the
highways looked after the roads, and
the overseers of the poor administered
welfare under the Poor Law. Later,
during the Victorian era, this process
went into reverse, and administrative
duties were gradually taken away from
parishes. This was partly because it
was more efficient and fairer to
administer local affairs in larger units
than individual parishes (such as the
Poor Law), partly because many
functions became professionalised
(such as the police), and partly
because, in a society now containing
many religious groups, it was
inappropriate for local government to
be based on the Anglican church. By
the end of the nineteenth century,
county, borough, rural district, and
urban district councils undertook much
of the work once done by parishes.
This returned the parish to its original
purpose, which was spiritual.

However, it was felt that there was still
a role for small communities to have
some say over local affairs.
Accordingly, under the Local
Government Act of 1894, civil parishes

were created in rural areas, by which
electors could choose representatives
to sit on a parish council. The parish
council was empowered to look after
certain matters of local concern such
as the provision of facilities like
recreation grounds. This system
remains in place, but it does not apply
in urban areas. Cambridge, for
example, has a city council made up of
‘wards’.

Caldecote is a civil parish. We tend to
think that it must also be the same as
the ecclesiastical parish. But that isn't
so, either from a boundary point of view
or an administrative point of view. As
for the boundary: the ecclesiastical
parish is larger than Caldecote, for it
includes Childerley.

From the administrative point of view,
the civil and ecclesiastical parishes
have their own separate meetings. The
parish council is the elected body of the
civil parish. Any resident can serve and
vote for those who shall serve.
Councillors are elected for a period of
four years. Despite the word ‘parish’, it
has nothing to do with the church.
Meanwhile, during the twentieth
century, the Anglican Church has
somewhat democratised itself, so that
its parishes now also have an elected
body, called the parochial church
council (first established in 1919).
Those eligible to serve, and to vote for
those who shall serve, are only those
who are on the church’s own electoral
role. This is a religious body, confined
to Anglicans. Hence it is that Caldecote
has both a parish council (civil) and
(with Childerley) a parochial church
council (ecclesiastical).



(To add to the confusion, there is a
leftover from the parish structure of
ancient times, called the vestry, and
anybody in the parish, Anglican or not,
can attend and vote to elect the
churchwardens at the annual vestry
meeting. This is pretty strange, since
the churchwardens only have to do with
matters concerning the Anglican parish
church. It is a remnant of the days
when every English person was
deemed to be a member of the Church
of England. In fact, there remains
another, more important, leftover of that
ancient assumption: the right that
people have to be married in a Church
of England parish church. Hence the
even stranger practice whereby millions
of people, of any religion or none, walk
up an Anglican aisle to be wed.)

Because the word ‘parish’ is
ambiguous, and unhelpful in a secular
and plural society, the Local
Government Act of 2007 allows
parishes to call themselves a
‘community’, ‘neighbourhood’, or
‘village’. Perhaps it is time for
‘Caldecote Parish Council’ to rename
itself ‘Caldecote Community Council’ or
‘Caldecote Village Council’, in order to
clear up confusion, and to give a
message of inclusivety, so that nobody
need have any lingering doubt whether
community affairs belong to the
Anglican church or to the community as
a whole.

It acts as an umbrella over the
groups who are members. Through it,
activities by its member groups in the
village can be co-ordinated, either to
produce a joint activity such as a feast
weekend or to prevent activities
clashing or for one group to help
another. Membership enables groups
to use the village hall at a discount rate
and its insurance covers them for
public liability. It is open to all groups
within the village at a membership of
£10 each group per year. In fact we
would like more groups to join.

One of the points raised at our meeting
was the fact that the management of
the Village Hall Institute has now
changed. It is now a limited company,
not limited by a share issue but by
guarantee.

Its directors would like additional
members of the village representing
various interested parties to come to
the A.G.M. in summer to join the
organisation as ordinary members.
