Unfortunately, we still
have problems with people coming onto the
school site out of school hours and some of our
benches and equipment have been damaged and
vandalised – please remember that the school is
now private land and for the safety and enjoyment
of our children, we hope that this will be
respected.

During last term many of our children represented
the school in various sporting activities, ranging
from football and netball to squash and dance.
We have had football matches against Elsworth
School and Hardwick Harriers and particularly
enjoyed our own football tournament last term.
Our thanks go to Wendy Quince, Mr. & Mrs.
Hamilton and the PTA for making this day such a
success – we hope to be able to make it an
annual event.  Our netball teams have enjoyed
games against Hardwick and Haslingfield – thank
you to Sue Tasker for all her hard work.  Some of
our children in Years 3 and 4 took part in a
squash tournament at Comberton Village College
and our Year 5 and 6 children participated in a
Dance Share at the College, performing their
outstanding “Match of the Day” dance.  We are
very proud of our children and their enthusiasm
and positive sporting attitudes.

We have enjoyed welcoming a number of visitors
to our school, who have contributed to enhancing
the children’s understanding of the wider world.
We have had assemblies presented by Philip and
Jenny Thompson, Rev. Kevin Browning, the
GenR8 group and had a day’s visit from ‘Action
for Blind People’ who worked with all the children
raising their awareness of some of the issues
faced by blind and partially sighted people.  Last
term we were also able to take all the children in
Key Stage 2 to the Corn Exchange to watch a
performance of ‘Macbeth’ and this term Years 1
and 2 will be going to see a performance of
‘Tom’s Midnight Garden’.  During May, our
Reception and Key Stage 1 children will be
visiting Wimpole Farm, and after half term the Key
Stage 2 children will participate in a Viking Day.
In addition, whilst our Year 6 children are away on
their residential visit to the Kingswood centre, the
children in Years 3, 4 and 5 will be visiting Wicken
Fen.  These sorts of visits and activities provide
an invaluable contribution to our school curriculum
and are of tremendous benefit to the development
of our children.

In addition to all these exciting events, I am very
pleased to be able to tell you that our school has
been awarded the Basic Skills Quality Mark for
the second time.  Caldecote first received this
award three years ago and its renewal is in
recognition of our continued effectiveness in the
teaching of the basic skills of English and Maths.
This is a significant achievement for our school
and I am very proud of all the staff, who have
collectively worked towards this.  The children
were also involved in the process and the School
Council discussed various aspects of school life
with the assessor during his visit.

Thank you to all the people who have been
sending in their Tesco vouchers – we had
collected over 11,000 vouchers at the last count.
If you do have any others that you wish to donate,
they would be very gratefully received.  We will tell
you what we have been able to ‘purchase’ in the
next journal.

Finally, I cannot end without expressing our shock
and sadness at Ian Slatter’s tragic death.  Ian was
a wonderful man – caring, honest, and
tremendously kind.  He worked so hard to support
the school as a parent, governor and ally and we
are indebted to him for so many ways in which he
contributed to school life.  Our school and
community have lost a remarkable friend.  Over
the coming months, we are looking to establish a
permanent memorial to Ian within the school
grounds, one particular area of our school over
which he had an incredible influence.

Notes from your Community Beat
Officer

It has been over 2 years now since I started as
Community beat officer for Caldecote and
surrounding villages. Caldecote has seen a huge
increase in population over that time but
fortunately we have seen a 30% fall in crime this
year over last.  I list the main crimes below with
2002/2003 figures in brackets. Dates from April to
March.
Dwelling burglary 0 (2)
Burglary other, including sheds and garages 3 (4)
Criminal damage 5 (7), Theft 4 (2) of these 2 were
mobiles and 1 wheelie bin.
Theft from vehicle 2 (1) and arson 1 (1), theft of
motor vehicle 1 (1).

I am very pleased with these figures which show a
very similar reduction to Hardwick and Bourn.
Please do not be complacent and call the police if
you see anything suspicious, I have said before,
please don’t think someone else will!
My main concern at the moment is the anti-social
behaviour, which appears to be on the increase
particularly on a Friday evening. An area I will be
tackling in the near future.
Can I again ask that you are considerate when
parking your vehicles, particularly on the new

Estates, I appreciate that some people think they
are being helpful by parking on the footpath but I
would ask you to consider those with poor or no
eyesight and those with pushchairs. If there is
sufficient space to park on the road and it is not
causing an obstruction, there is no problem doing
so.

Paying Cash Up Front?

We note that electricity, water and other utility
companies are encouraging payment by direct
debit, and indeed offering cash incentives to those
who arrange such payments.  This arrangement is
not suited to all of us however, and we know of an
elderly client who got confused, and incurred bank
charges of close to £60 when he accidentally got
overdrawn by £3 for four days!

We benefit from a monthly visit by the Trading
Standards Officer and here is his opinion.  ‘Direct
Debit reductions are not uncommon or unfair.
The argument being that direct debit saves on
administration costs which forces down the price
of the product offered, which can only be a good
thing for consumers.

It may be worth asking the bank to waive the
charges if this was the first time the consumer had
become overdrawn, especially as it was by a
small amount and it was the first time.  This would
be as a goodwill gesture only though.
Alternatively, the protection of taking out an
agreed overdraft facility with the bank will reduce
the costs considerably should the consumer slip
into the red again.

This begs the question – if you pay your entire
water bill up front, can you deduct the direct debit
discount?  Cambridge Water would certainly like
to consider a prompt payment discount, and at
present their request is being considered by the
powers that be.  Incidentally, Cambridge Water
would like to advise their customers that they
have many payments schemes in operation so if
you are experiencing difficulties do discuss the
problem with them (01223 403000) or your CAB.

South Cambridgeshire District Council moves
to new offices at Cambourne Business Park
on Tuesday 4 May.

The environmentally friendly building will help to provide
a better service for all customers by bringing 300 staff
currently based at Hills Road and Station Road in
Cambridge and Oakington offices together into one
building.

The convenience of a Cambridge location for many of
our residents will not be lost with a new Cambridge
office run by South Cambridgeshire District Council staff
operating from Cambridge City Council offices at
Regent Street. This will provide a similar level of service
to the Cambourne offices and visitors will be able to pay
bills and find out about Council services.

The decision to move to Cambourne was taken in
September 2001 after about two years of consideration
of the practicalities of moving out of Cambridge and the
best way for the Council to continue to develop and
grow and improve the provision of services to the
community.

John Ballantyne, chief executive of South
Cambridgeshire District Council, said, “I’m looking
forward to the better customer service and improved
efficiency that will come from having all staff under one
roof. The building will provide us with excellent facilities
and meeting rooms and much-needed space. The new
Cambourne offices will provide a flagship headquarters
for South Cambridgeshire District Council.”

Residents will have an opportunity to tour the new
buildings at a Public Open Day on Saturday 26 June.
Please note in order to prepare for the move the current
offices will close to the public at 12noon on Friday 30
April. Cambourne offices will be open to visitors from
8.30am until 5pm.

Why move?
�x To be based within our own district and closer

to the communities we serve.
�x To make our services more convenient and

'joined-up' for customers - by bringing staff from Hills
Road, Station Road and Oakington all under one roof.

�x The office move has been a catalyst for
helping the Council to introduce new, more efficient and
effective ways of providing services such as the
Cambridgeshire Direct Contact Centre.

�x A Cambourne location helps steer traffic away
from Cambridge and helps to reduce traffic congestion
in the city centre.

�x Around 80% of contacts with the Council are
made by telephone. The Cambridgeshire Direct Contact
Centre is now handling many of South Cambridgeshire
District Council’s routine calls – this frees up officer time
to deal with more in-depth work.

�x The building will be fully accessible to disabled
visitors, staff and elected members.

�x Recognising that some people, such as those
who work in the city centre, found our old base
convenient to visit, we have retained a Cambridge sub-
office in shared premises with Cambridge City Council.

�x The Housing and Environmental Services
depot will remain at Waterbeach.

�x Better working conditions for our staff. This
plays an important role in helping us to recruit and
retain a high calibre workforce, which helps the Council
to provide high quality, efficient services for our
customers.
�ƒ Confirming our commitment to Sustainability -

investing £900k to make sure that the new building
benefits from environmentally friendly design
features, such as a solar hot water system and a
rainwater harvesting system.

�ƒ The cost and possibility of upgrading and
expanding the Council's main Cambridge office was
not viable. The Council would have had to spend at
least an equal amount of money to expand and
adapt its existing buildings. There would also have
been the possibility of disruption to services if
temporary accommodation moves were necessary
to facilitate refurbishment.

Cambourne Office Key Facts
The Building
�ƒ State-of-the-art, energy-saving, flexible design of

the new offices, in contrast with the old buildings
which were in need of costly maintenance/
refurbishment.

�ƒ The new building has an Excellent  BREEAM
(Building Research Establishment Environmental
Assessment Method) rating.

�ƒ It's EPI (Environmental Performance Index) is 10
(with 10 being the highest score).

�ƒ Natural air circulation, or mixed mode ventilation will
be used to ventilate the office areas.  It is estimated
to save the Council £36,000 a year on energy costs.

�ƒ Solar panels on the roof will pre-heat water used
within the building.

�ƒ A rainwater harvesting system will use purified
rainwater to flush staff toilets.

�ƒ The roof is sufficiently strengthened to allow for the
future installation of photovoltaics.

�ƒ The heat and light of the sun will be utilised within
the building. Solar louvres will bounce sunlight back
into the building to increase natural daylight, reduce
glare and maintain temperature.

�ƒ Furniture and floor materials are either sustainably
sourced, recycled and/or recyclable.

Comberton Village College: A Note
From The Principal

As a general principle, mentioning Ofsted
inspections in schools is not the best of ways to
meet the most positive of reactions from those who
work there. For understandable reasons, enthusiasm
is unlikely to be the first reaction.

Comberton Village College was informed last
December that it was to be inspected in March of
this year. The previous inspection had been in
November 1998 and so the college was certainly
due an inspection. Careful preparation took place in
the first half of the term and the school was duly
visited by 16 inspectors from 1 to 4 March. Every
aspect of the college’s work was carefully looked into
and judgements were made.

I am delighted to be able to confirm that the overall
judgement of the college’s effectiveness was
‘outstanding’. This is the highest possible grading
that a school can receive and it is rarely used by
Ofsted inspectors. Indeed, I have heard several
heads of schools openly express the view that it is
impossible to receive this grading. Apparently, it is
not. Moreover, all 29 different areas of the school
that receive an official grading received either a ‘1’
(outstanding/excellent) or a ‘2’ (very good). The
experienced team of inspectors, led by Her Majesty’s
Inspectorate, said that they had never before been
able to give a school such uniformly high grades.

Some of the very positive judgements that were
made about the school included the following:

�ƒ Standards are well above average.
�ƒ Very good teaching and curriculum

provision enables boys and girls to learn
and achieve very well. Innovative and
experimental teaching are the norm. This
makes for exciting learning.

�ƒ Students are very well cared for and the
support and guidance they receive is
excellent.

�ƒ Students’ personal qualities, including their
spiritual, moral, social and cultural
development, are excellent.

�ƒ Parents are very satisfied with the college.
Students are equally satisfied.

�ƒ The college’s relationship and work with the
local community and other schools are
outstanding.

�ƒ Three particular thoughts strike home most
strongly from the report and the whole
inspection process:

�ƒ It is very good indeed to have such a strong
external affirmation of the work of the
college. When the general message that
somehow can so easily be perceived
towards state schools is not always positive,
it really is very good for morale to be told



that you are outstanding. It is perhaps an
important reminder about quite how
important words of encouragement are.

�ƒ In a very strong report, the links with the
local community and partnerships with other
local schools were viewed as a comparative
strength. The inspectors were very clear
that the level of such joint work is really
unusual and exceptional. Henry Morris
might have smiled.

�ƒ One does wonder whether truly the whole
thing is necessarily the best of all the
possible uses of resources for the education
system. It is reckoned that the true cost of
the inspection of an average secondary
school in England is in excess of £60,000
(and could be judged to be significantly
above this). Pleasing as the comments in
the report were, I think that perhaps I could
have made a good case for the school being
given £60,000 instead in order to enhance
the quality of educational provision further
still at CVC. I did make this point to David
Bell, Chief Inspector, when I met him a year
ago. At the time he was somewhat
dismissive. However, he does appear now
to be proposing a much shorter and cheaper
inspection regime for schools. Perhaps
someone somewhere is listening.
