Not wishing to 
exacerbate the issue further, I do not wish to take 
any further letters on the subject and hope that 
the differences expressed can be resolved 
through the appropriate authorities.  Thanks, 
however goes to those residents who took the 
time to write to the Journal. 

Dear Editor,

In response to your ‘Dear Editor’ letter in the last 
Caldecote Journal, I would like to make these 
comments.

Firstly I must agree with the ‘East Drive Resident’ as to 
rights of way etc.

However, I have observed, on many occasions, 
residence of that area of Caldecote, driving too fast 
down Hall Drive. (One in particular, whose registration 
number has been noted).

These residents seem to be desperately trying to 
‘make a point’ by insisting on driving down Hall Drive 
although Clare Drive would be a much more sensible 
alternative, especially when people are walking in Hall 
Drive quite legally.

There are children living in this area, and although the 
‘East Drive’ residents do have a legal right to drive 
along Hall Drive, they are not absolved from driving 
with ‘due care and attention’.

Once Clare Drive has been adopted, the lower part of 
Hall Drive will become a vehicle-free area, according 
to someone in the District Council.

So, to summarize yes you are legally entitled to use 
Hall Drive, but please, please, please drive carefully 
before there is an accident!

Dear Editor,

I would like to bring two items to your attention.
Item 1.

Dogs and Dog Walkers on bridleways. The 
bridleway is a fantastic facility that a great number of 
people enjoy. My Family and I are very lucky to live 
adjacent to the bridleway to Bourn.  The vast 
majority of people control their dogs very well and 
clean up any faeces left behind. There are a small 
minority, just 3 dogs myself and neighbours would 
like to bring to your attention. Two dogs are 
frequently out of control with their owners a 
considerable distance away not under control, one 
person has been bitten and a small child knocked 
over recently.  Also these same animals wander 
from the bridleway and enter peoples homes and 
gardens as their owners just carry on walking and 
calling them it is then up to the land owner to try and 
eject them from garages, gardens etc.

Under the countryside and rights of way act 2000
The law allows members of the public to take dogs 
along rights of way but it requires them to keep the 
dog on a lead or otherwise under close control  at all 
times. A path user who allows their dog to wander 
off the right of way becomes a trespasser.

Item 2

A slightly more serious issue that has also been 
reported to the police.  A growing number of 
individuals on motorbikes are using the bridleway as 
an off-road race track. Today a professional trials 
bike with no reg plate tax and presuming insurance 
was travelling along the length of the bridleway at 
considerable speed.  Four residents of Dorral Dean 
came to the bridleway to find out what the noise 
was, and we were all astonished at the speed and 
audacity of the individual racing along with no
helmet. The bridleway is a haven for young children 
playing near their homes and for dog walkers and of 
course a large amount of horse riders who are all 
legally allowed to use this facility. I feel it is only time 
before a nasty accident occurs involving these riders 
and possibly an innocent bystander.

It is an offence for any motorised vehicle to use a 
bridleway with exceptions to farmers and land 
owners and I believe this area to be a bridleway as 
opposed to a rupp or by-way which allows vehicular 
access.

Notes from your Community Beat 
Officer
The good news is that Amie Meston a Police 
Community Support Officer has started with me 
and will be out on patrol from now. I am sure you 
will see her around the village and will no doubt 
make her welcome. With a 30% fall in crime in the 
village last year from the previous year and the 
increase in population of the village it is no 
surprise that the figures have gone up in the last 
year.

I list the main crimes below with 2003/2004 
figures in brackets. Dates from April to March.
Dwelling burglary 4 (0)
Burglary other, including sheds and garages 4 (3)
Criminal damage 14 (5), Theft 18 (4) This includes 
theft from the BP Garage and making off without 
paying for petrol which accounts for 11. 
Theft from vehicle 4 (2),  theft of motor vehicle 2 
(2). 2 Domestic disputes 7 assaults.

The most obvious amongst the figures above are 
the incidents of criminal damage within the village. 
Some persons have been arrested in relation to 
damage in the village and dealt with. However I 
am happy to deal with more should the witnesses 
come forward. Please don’t think someone else 
will call in. Together we can impact on those who 
have no respect for the village. If you don’t want 
to give your name you can call crimestoppers on 
0800 555 111.

Part of the duties and powers of the PCSO’s who 
will be visiting the village is to seize cigarettes and 
alcohol from those persons under age. Letters will 
be sent to the parents of those involved. If you 
have teenage children please advise them 
accordingly.

I am pleased to say that I have seen some 
improvement in the parking of vehicles within the 
village and would again ask those who park partly 
on the footpath to consider pedestrians and in 
particular the partially sighted or blind. Please use 
the road or your own driveway to park your 
vehicles. I appreciate some areas are tight. During 
the holiday periods allowing neighbours to park on 
your drive can help and also deter burglars who 
will think that there is someone at home.
