Comberton Village College: A Note From
The Principal

It is easier to appreciate one’s own circumstances when
being removed from them and then reflecting at a
distance. Being immersed in another culture enables a
better understanding of one’s own culture. Travel
certainly broadens the mind.

One of the great values of our partnership with
Edendale school in South Africa is this wider and
different perspective that it permits to our students. This
is true for all our students to some extent as they all
meet our annual visitors from South Africa. They also
now learn about different aspects of life and culture in
South Africa in a number of different subjects whilst our
visitors are with us. However, for a smaller number of
students and a few staff, the experience is a really vivid
one that has a lifelong impact.

This summer, 7 of our students (after
completing their GCSES), accompanied by one member
of staff, visited our South African partner school for 5
weeks to work as classroom assistants. They also
travelled and saw much of the varied country that is
South Africa. | was fortunate this year to join this group
from the college with my family for part of their time in
South Africa. | can certainly testify to the wonderful and
broadening experience that is provided through the
visit.

Itis hard to summarise the highlights of such a
trip. The wonderful scenery in safari parks or visiting the
Drakensburg mountains is certainly unforgettable. The
warmth and hospitality afforded to us by all at our
partner school was remarkable and really quite
humbling. In terms of education, they certainly show
that with enthusiasm and commitment, high quality
education is possible without all the latest forms of
equipment that we see as crucial today. A visit to
Soweto was certainly a powerful experience. The centre
of the anti-apartheid movement from the mid 1970s, it is
the only place in the world where 2 Nobel Peace prize
winners lived in the same street (Nelson Mandela and
Desmond Tutu). As so often, it was a story about
Nelson Mandela that struck home. Apparently,
Afrikaans is now felt an acceptable language by many
blacks in South Africa despite the palitical history that
made it so unpopular. The reason is simple. Nelson
Mandela has made a point of speaking Afrikaans to
everyone whose first language is Afrikaans. This act of
reconciliation is another chapter in how one man’s
actions have helped to bring reconciliation to a whole
society. It certainly makes one think about one’s own
circumstances and actions.

What makes a good school? Clearly, that is a very
important question. Answering it might not necessarily
be as straightforward as might have been anticipated.

The most common answer would almost
certainly be “A school that gets good results”. More
specifically, good results in public examinations would
be seen as a measure of success. From this
perspective, Comberton Village College achieved
remarkable success this summer. With over 85% of all
Year 11 pupils gaining 5 or more A*-C grades, 100%
achieving 5 or more A*-G grades and nearly 34% of all
grades being either A* or A, records tumbled. These
were, by a very large distance, the best results ever
achieved by a state school in Cambridgeshire. They
were also either the best or second-best results by any
11-16 school in the country. All of our Year 11 pupils
deserve many congratulations for these fine
achievements.

However, there is rather more to it than that. To start
with, progress (or ‘value added’) might be seen as more
important than the overall level of absolute attainment.
It is a better measure of a school's performance as to
how well it has enabled its pupils to progress rather
than just their final level of attainment. It is more
impressive to help a pupil with low scores at the start to
gain good scores at the end than to see a pupil with
good scores improve those just a little to be, perhaps,
very good. For this reason, we do a lot of work at the
college now to measure every individual pupil’'s
progress to try to ensure that they all do make good
progress and achieve high ‘value-added'. Recent
government attempts to do this suggest that Comberton
pupils do indeed make very good progress.

However, even this might be seen as rather
narrow. All of us would see education as being wider
than just scores attained in public tests and exams. The
wider opportunities afforded by extra-curricular
opportunities, such as sport, music and drama, are
crucial to the provision of good education. The college
sees these things as fundamental to its work. Equally,
the opportunity for pupils to travel and to be involved in
a variety of study trips offers a far broader education
than one that focuses solely on examination success.

Perhaps most interesting of all, OFSTED now
ask schools to evaluate their work in developing
positive values and attitudes in their pupils. It is here
that we really start to enter difficult, probably
controversial but certainly highly important territory.
There can be no doubt that this is part of education and
thus, in some ways, the role of schools. It is most
unlikely that there will be full agreement about what that
role should be. Equally, it is not clear how it can be
properly evaluated. From the college’s standpoint, it
does mean that we take very seriously our programme
of Citizenship and Personal, Social and Health
Education. Indeed, we take these things so seriously
that on 5 full days throughout the school year, we
abandon the usual curriculum and school timetable in
order to provide all pupils with a full and interesting
experience in these areas. This almost always involves
bringing in many outside speakers and agencies to help
pupils to think through issues of significance in our
society and for them to be able to reflect upon and
develop their own attitudes and values towards such
issues. This, surely, must be part of a proper education.
The local education authority appears to believe this as
it uses our model as an example of good practice for
other schoals in this area of education.

One thing that this does all go to show. The
things that might matter most in education are likely to
be the things that are the hardest to measure.

News

During August 2003 the parish council signed a
section 106 agreement involving the Grafton Pig
farm development of 33 dwellings at the southern
end and 6 dwellings at the northern end of West
Drive. This agreement dealt with public open
space areas and a hedge along the southern
perimeter of the southern site as well as a
contribution by the developers of £160,000 for
community facilities to be determined at the
discretion of the parish council. This WI|| have to

be paid on the occupation of the 16 " house on the

southern development and will naturally be the
subject of considerable discussion both by the
parish council and the village community as a
whole. | am also pleased to report that all the
paperwork and cheques have been signed for the
construction of the Calypso recreation facility on
the kick-a-bout area south-west of the school
which is now in parish council ownership. This will
provide additional facilities for our youngsters and
also complement the tennis courts which are now
(I am delighted to say) also finally n parish council
ownership and in full flow. The only fly in the
ointment remains the large recreation ground
which Wilson Connolly persist in refusing the drain
and seed as per the section 106 agreement. We
remain hopeful that we can soon persuade them
to comply with this legal agreement.

On another front there has been renewed interest
in the shop site, between the Village Hall and
Highfields Road. Negotiations are at a very early
stage but it may well materialise into a positive
application for a take-away site. Rest assured that
there will be a meeting open to all villagers to air
their views before the parish council reaches a
verdict on any such application.

The bridge over Bourn Brook has now been
completed with the addition of the Ketton coping
stones. Landscaping will take place in November
2003. The pumping station works seem to be
progressing well and have not as far as | am
aware hit any insuperable problems. This should
mean the road re-opening in mid October and the
pumping station upgrade itself completed by mid
November 2003.

Bringing You Broadband Benefits
Throughout South Cambridgeshire small
businesses, homeworkers and students will soon be
reaping the benefits of Broadband networks.

South Cambridgeshire District Council has
won funding from the East of England Development
Agency (EEDA) to stimulate the development of
Broadband networks throughout the district. Theirs
was one of only 21 successful bids, out of a total of
about 90 which had been submitted across the East
of England.

Much of South Cambs has no access to
affordable Broadband connections and the market
need is high. At the time that the bid was submitted,
as many as 75 of South Cambs’ 101 parishes and
villages did not have access to any form of
Broadband service. Research has shown that new
business growth has been driven away by lack of
Broadband and that its availability would encourage
new businesses to locate here.

Other additional benefits include reduced
vehicle miles and congestion, increased flexibility
and reduced social exclusion from homeworking —
plus a range of benefits associated with potential
‘wireless hotspots'.

This new District-wide Broadband project
will use about £300,000 to enable every community
to be connected over the next 2 years.

Councillor John Batchelor, portfolio holder
for Information and Customer Services, is delighted
that the funding bid has been successful. He said:
“There has been growing frustration in many parts of
South Cambridgeshire that the Broadband suppliers
have not extended their services into the villages.
This injection of money should help us to overcome
the hurdles, and ensure that these smaller
communities are no longer the poor relations for fast
internet access. The project supports all of the
Council's core objectives of quality service provision,
village life, a sustainable future, and partnership.”

Malcolm Wylie, assistant director of ICT at
South Cambs said, “We have already been in
discussion with representatives of the villages and
potential suppliers, while we prepared our bid to
EEDA. We will now look for the most effective way
to allocate this ‘pump-priming’ money to those
villages without a Broadband service. The aim will
be to attract a sufficient number of subscribers to
justify a service, and to do this we need to help the
suppliers reduce their initial costs and charges to an
acceptable market level.

“A number of the South Cambs villages
submitted their own independent bids for some of
the EEDA funding and we have agreed to consider
these in the first phase of the project.

“We believe that after a number of years
Broadband provision will become self-
sustaining on a fully commercial basis.
What's stopping the market now is the
initial investment for infrastructure
and consumers not wanting to pay
higher costs to cover that.

We finally managed to have the
Tennis courts handed over to the Parish Council,
and therefore open to all at the end of July.

Since then there has been good use of the courts
every day. It has been wonderful to see all age
groups (and dare | say all standards) playing on
them. The court surface itself is disappointing, as
we knew it would be, but at least it’s playable and
people are having fun.

The Sports Committee have put up signs outlying
some very simple rules, and had provided a tennis
net measuring pole, which disappointingly
disappeared within 2 days.

We have not held a grand opening, or special
event which we had wanted to do, peoples
holidays, work commitments and the time of year
all working against it. However i think the new
committee (See AGM details) should consider a
really special celebration next spring time to start
the tennis season off in 2004.

The courts are open for casual play in the hours of
daylight. To protect the nets and posts these may
be removed and stored away for the winter
months, of December, Jan and Feb.

What happens next? This is very much up to the
whole community, new people are moving into the
village all the time, we need a strong Sports
Association committee to take things forward,
both for organising membership, tennis events,
etc but also working with the Parish Council
developing and realising ideas for the 13 acre
recreation field.

we need you!! There seems to be a wealth of

families with young children moving into the area,
This potentially superb recreation area will be for
everyone, what we put onto this area is up to the
community i.e. YOU. So please come and get
involved at the grass roots, if your interests are
anywhere from Aerobics to Paintballing, Dog-
walking to BMXing, Lacrosse to horizontal bungy
jumping and all the obvious sports in-between we
will see you on the 4th November won't we 1?

Bullying at School

Government guidance defines bullying as actions which
are meant to be hurtful, and which happen on a regular
basis. It can be direct (either physical or mental), or
indirect, such as ignoring a pupil, or not talking to him or
her.

It is a government wish that all schools should have an
anti-bullying policy, which sets out the way the bully
should be dealt with, in the school. If there is no policy,
a parent should contact the headteacher. (continued)



Emotions tend to run high when parents detect their
child is being bullied. A good cause of action could be
to note when, where and how the problem occurs, and
then discuss the matter with the child’s teacher, who will
know both the victim and the aggressor. Your accurate
information will greatly assist the teacher in assessing
the situation, and coming to a solution which will benefit
all parties.

A good school will be looking out for signs of bullying,
and will know how to deal with the problem. If the
bullying is extremely serious and the bully is 10 years of
age or older, they can be prosecuted for a criminal
offence

Are village charitable trusts effective?

The most common problem encountered by the
Citizens Advice Bureaux in south and east
Cambridgeshire, is debt. Ely, Soham and Littleport take
on over 100 cases each year, with the average debt at
around £11,000. The Cambridge, Addenbrooke’s and
Sawston bureaux have some 420 files open at any one
time. Here the average debt tops £11,600. Can
charitable trusts help when local debt runs into millions
of pounds?

With typical credit card charges of around 20%, it would
require close on £200 a month to service the average
debt inthe locality. Even if this was forthcoming it
would simply delay the inevitable by a month!

When your local bureau addresses the financial
problems of a financially distressed client, it begins by
confirming the sums involved with the creditors, then
splitting non-priority from priority debts, to try to avoid
the client becoming. At worst, homeless. Next comes a
check on the client’s situation; debt problems are

invariably linked to relationship breakdowns, ill health,
redundancy or such disasters.

The bureau will then check the client’s entitlement to
any state benefits, scrutinise each debt, check
insurance policies and credit agreements. It is common
knowledge that many of us aren’'t aware of all our
benefit entittements and tax credits, but few can
experience the relief of a client who has spent sleepless
nights following redundancy, to be told by his CAB
adviser that his mortgage or loan are in fact covered by
an insurance policy in these circumstances!

Next the bureau helps the client approach creditors with
a financial plan that will satisfy them, yet be within the
client’s budget, and which will eventually remove the
burden of debt. Invariably this brings relief and indeed
rejuvenation to those who have been in a financial
quagmire on finding order is restored, and protection is
provided from loan sharks.

The Citizens Advice Bureau offers this service to
anyone who walks through its doors. It could also, with
the client’s permission, approach a local charitable
trust, presenting the trustees with a comprehensive
appraisal of the client’s situation and to allow them to
decide on whether or what financial support from the
trust would be beneficial. Should trustees wish to adopt
this approach, they should contact the money
departments at either Ely CAB, 70 Market Street, Ely,
CB7 4LS or Cambridge CAB, 72-74 Newmarket Road,
Cambridge CB5 8DZ, giving details of the trust and its
rules.

The magjority of Citizens Advice Bureaux workers
volunteer their services, and funding comes from 3 local
authorities, the Legal Services Commission,
Addenbrooke’s Hospital and individual donations.
Trustees may sometimes consider it appropriate to
make a donations towards CABXx upkeep, though this is
entirely discretionary.

Incidentially, we hear of another scam which targets
charities. While businesses which process certain

types of information must register with the Information
Commissioner’s Office and pay a notification fee of £35,
many charities are exempt. Beware of ‘Data Collection
Registration Services’ demanding up to £95. The ICO'’s
website — www.dpr.gov.uk has alist of these agencies.

Are You A Rotter?

The Cambridgeshire Master Composter
Programme is looking for new recruits!

If you have an interest in environmental issues,
enjoy encouraging other people and have a little
time to spare, why not join our friendly network of
volunteers in promoting home composting?

Did you know that approximately one third of the
average household bin can be composted?

Home composting is great for the environment
because it:
X Reduces the need to transport waste
X Reduces methane and leachate
emissions from landfill sites
x  Provides a useful product for your garden
X Reduces the need for chemical fertilisers
— saving you money at the garden centre!

The Master Composter Programme is run by
HDRA Consultants in conjunction with
Cambridgeshire County Council and all the
District Councils.

Volunteers are required to provide local, friendly
advice and support to people whom already
compost and those who want to start.

The Cambridgeshire programme began in 2001
and is the largest of its kind in the UK, now

supporting 150 volunteers. Over 2000 hours of
voluntary activities have been completed so far.

Becoming a Master Composter is a great way to
meet new people, learn valuable skills and benefit
from being part of a team that makes a difference.
Anyone over the age of 18 can become a Master
Composter; you don't need to be an expert
composter (or be composting at all) or have any
volunteer or community group experience.

As a volunteer you will receive training in home
composting and related environmental issues
(provided by HDRA — the organic organisation), a
Master Composter resource pack and several day
trips; including visits to a composting site and one
of HDRA'’s organic gardens. All training expenses
will be paid for; you only need to provide your
time. Once the training has been completed, you
will be expected to spend 30 hours over the
following year promoting home composting.
These activities will be tailored to your individual
skills and could be anything from giving a
demonstration to your next—door neighbours to
giving a presentation to a class of school children
or helping promote further compost bin sales.
Upon completion of the training and 30 volunteer
hours you will be awarded the title Master
Composter and be invited to receive your
certificate at an award ceremony.
