Waste and Recycle collections over 
the Christmas period

South Cambs residents are being given a weekly 
black wheeled bin collection service throughout 
the Christmas period as a result of resident 
feedback.

Last Christmas green waste was virtually nil from 
mid December to mid January, but the volume of 
glass, cans and normal waste peaked during the 
first and second weeks after Christmas and New 
Year.

South Cambridgeshire District Council has 
therefore suspended green wheeled bin 
collections and diverted resources to collecting 
the black wheeled bins the week before Christmas 
and the two weeks after New Year’s Day. The 
increased black bin collection should alleviate the 
need for excess / side waste.   The green box 
collection scheme remains the same in most 
cases.

Councillor Sebastian Kindersley, portfolio holder 
for environmental health at South Cambridgeshire 
District Council explained, “We’ve listened to 
resident feedback and looked at the pattern of 
bank holidays and the availability of staff over this 
busy holiday period.  I’m confident we’ve come up 
with the best possible solution for everyone 
involved without compromising our service and 
recycling rates.”

Cardboard
The green wheeled bin should have capacity for 
Christmas cards and cardboard, but these items 
can be taken to Household Waste Recycling 
Centres, local recycling sites, or treated as 
general waste, in the unlikely event that green 
wheeled bins become full.  Christmas cards can 
be taken to WH Smith and Tesco’s for recycling.

Kitchen waste
If residents are unable to home compost, kitchen 
food waste can be placed in the black wheeled bin 
to maintain a weekly collection of this material. 

Green boxes
Everyone will receive the current green box 
collection service, apart from collections normally 
on Monday 27 and Tuesday 28 December (Bank 
Holidays) – on these occasions double collections 
will take place on Monday 10 and Tuesday 11 
January.

Full timetables have been printed in the Autumn 
issue of South Cambs Magazine and will be 
reprinted in the Winter edition.

1st  Caldecote Brownies

Hello, for those of you who do not know, we meet 
very Wednesday (during term time) in the Village 
Hall between 6.30- 7.40pm, for girls aged 
between 7 – 10 years.

Our Favourite Walk.
This walk is about 5 ½ miles long and takes 
around 2 hours.  It can be a bit muddy in places 
so appropriate footwear is advisable if it has been 
raining recently.  The real beauty of this 
perambulation around the periphery  ( other than 
the wonderful local countryside ) is that it is all  off 
road.

From the social club go down Hall Drive and turn 
right into East Drive.
Follow East Drive to the end and turn left onto the 
bridle path.  You will find a hedge on your right 
and open fields to your left.  At the end of the 
bridle path, turn right onto the Wimpole Way,  this 
does get a bit cut up by horses in wet weather and 
can be  muddy in places.

Hardwick Woods are on your left.  After ¼ mile 
you will cross a small bridge.  Continue along 
Wimpole Way until you reach the end of Hardwick 
Woods then bear sharp left and continue along 
the south side  of the woods until you reach 
Woodbarn Farm.

Continue straight ahead past the farm, keeping 
the farm buildings on your right onto a farm track.  
You will see the south end of Hardwick Village off 
to your left with lovely views across the 
countryside to your right.

After a short way you will go up a slight rise and a 
hedge will begin on your left.
When you can see a green shed in front of you,  
look for a footpath going off to your right,  it is 
waymarked.  Take the footpath and continue 
downhill, crossing over a small bridge at the 
bottom.

Immediately after crossing the bridge, turn right 
and follow the path down hill, crossing over 
another farm bridge and on to the new Toft 
Community Wood.

When you reach the wood,  ake the path on your 
right going up hill.  There is a bench at the top if 
you need a break!  Continue on down the hill,  the 
track forks and you want the right hand fork.  You 
will shortly reach a metalled farm track and you 
want to turn right and walk up the hill for about 
100 yards. 

 A the top of the hill,  the track turns sharp left,  
you need to turn left and then almost immediately 
right again.  The footpath goes uphill, there no 
hedges at this point and the path can get a bit 
muddy here in wet weather.  At the top of the hill  
(we call it a hill but folk living outside East Anglia 
would probably refer to it as a slight rise ) you 
come to a tree which has been struck by 
lightening.  We usually stop here and admire the 
view.

Continue on down the hill,  turn right at the bottom 
and up hill again.  You will see a new rabbit fence 
on your left. ( A path goes off to your left over a 
green metal footbridge which leads to St 
Michaels. )  Continue up hill crossing a small 
bridge made of railway sleepers keeping the 
woods to your left.  

At the waymark, turn left through the woods and,  
shortly after, right onto the Wimpole Way again,  
then simply follow your nose home again.

The Forum will put 
forward concerns directly to the local Primary 
Care or NHS Trust about the healthcare you, your 
family and local people around you receive and 
they will respond.   It’s not just the medical issues 
where your help in collecting local public opinion 
is needed.   In the last few months we have had 
PPI forums interested in rubbish tips, bus routes 
and rats – they can all have an impact on you and 
the health of your family and local people.

I am sorry that I haven’t had a chance to write in 
the magazine for a while, as I have been rather 
busy and of course we had the summer holidays.
There is not a lot major to talk about in relation to 
crime in the village and I am pleased to say that 
the little bit of anti-social behaviour we had for a 
while seems to have quietened down.

The building sites in the village are a constant 
target at the moment and I would ask that if you 
see anyone suspicious around them particularly in 
the evening/night, please call the police, on 999 if 
you think an offence is being committed at the 
time.

The nights are now drawing in and as usual I have 
to say that there are still a lot of shed/garage/farm 
burglaries in the general area and our information 
suggests that a lot of these are being carried out 
in the evenings. Again please call in if you see 
anything suspicious. Check your security lighting 
and locks and replace bulbs or faulty locks.

Now is the time to take 10 minutes at the 
weekend to check you car lights and tyres before 
the winter, make sure you keep the screen wash 
topped up and please clear your windows properly 
before you set off in the morning. The 
consequences of hitting the cyclist or pedestrian 
you did not see because of ice/condensation on 
your windows may live with you for some time. 

Please also check your children’s cycles and 
ensure they are roadworthy and have lights.
You may have seen the publicity surrounding 
internet scams - please don’t become a victim. 
Please do not follow links to banks from emails 
sent to you as these are very often dummy sites 
not owned by the bank. They will encourage you 
to enter your personal details such as pin 
numbers. Money is then taken out of your account 
recent victims have lost thousands of pounds. If 
you have any suspicions please contact your 
bank.

Cambridge Citizen’s Advice Bureaux

Problems at School
At this time of year the local Citizens Advice 
Bureaux get calls from anxious parents regarding 
various problems with children settling in new 
classes or new schools.  Here are some common 
problems, the regulations, and possible ways to 
address them.

Bullying
Government guidance defines bullying as actions 
which are meant to be hurtful and which happen 
on a regular basis.  It can be direct (either 
physical or verbal), or indirect, for example, 
ignoring a pupil or not talking to him/her.

It is government policy that all schools have an 
anti-bullying policy, which set out how bullying is 
dealt with in the school.  If the bullying is 
extremely serious and the bully is 10 or over, the 
bully can be prosecuted for a criminal offence, for 
example, assault or harassment.  If the school is 
unable to take decisive action, the parent may 
consider reporting the matter to the police.

Collective Worship
An act of collective worship must take place each 
school day in community schools, voluntary 
schools and foundation schools.  All or part can 
be non-denominational or of a non-Christian 
religion, as long as the majority of the acts of 
collective worship, over a term as a whole, are 
broadly Christian and denominational.

If the school is a voluntary school or a 
foundational school which has a religious 
character, the acts of collective worship must 
reflect the religious background of the school, and 
are determined by the governing body in 
consultation with the head teacher.

Drugs in School
Every maintained school should have a drugs 
education programme appropriate to the age and 
ability of pupils such schools should have a drugs 
policy setting out the ways in which the school will 
deal with drugs on school premises.  A school 
may wish to involve the police if illegal drugs are 
found on the premises, or if the school suspects 
that illegal drugs are on the premises

Addressing School Problems
When the parent has identified the problem and is 
clear about where the duties and responsibilities 
lie s/he should first talk to the pupil’s class teacher 
or year tutor about the problem, before taking 
further action.  The teacher will usually be able to 
clarify the problem and provide further 
information, and indeed may be willing to support 
and work with the parent if this is in the best 
interest of the child.
